We spoke at Historic Winton and I am writing to formally follow up the matter of the annual program of historic race meetings.

Although there were 32 Group S entries at Historic Winton, there could have been more had the meeting not clashed with the HSRCA Oran Park one week later.

While Group S drivers are very keen on their racing, the fact that two historic meetings were programmed one week apart meant that only 6 GSRA members from NSW/ACT could travel to Winton; five of these then fronted for the Oran Park meeting one week later – a pretty demanding schedule.

And certainly the HSRCA suffered from a lack of support from Victoria with only one Victorian GSRA member travelling to Oran Park.

The GSRA continues to be frustrated by the fact that historic promoters cannot work together better to arrive at a more manageable annual race meeting schedule.

The GSRA enthusiastically supports your initiatives to progress this matter which would result in not only a more manageable race program for the GSRA but would also result in better support levels from the GSRA at promoter’s race meetings.
